Dear Parishioners, 
 
PhD degree holders are causing confusion in Africa. People call them doctors and when simple village people 
hear it, they flock to them with their problems. These “doctors” find themselves in a serious predicament, as they 
try to explain that even though they are called doctors, they do not cure the sick. Nobody seems to give a  
satisfactory answer to the question of the village folks: “If they do not cure the sick, why do people call them  
doctors?”  In today’s Gospel, Jesus finds himself in the same predicament. Though Jesus came as the Savior of the 
world, what does that mean to people? In last Sunday’s Gospel, we saw Jesus in the Synagogue healing the man 
with an unclean spirit. From the synagogue, he goes to Peter’s house, as we see in today’s Gospel, and heals  
Peter’s mother-in-law, who has a fever. That evening people brought him those who were sick and possessed with 
demons, and he cured them. In the early morning, Jesus escapes to a quiet spot to pray. But before he could finish 
his prayers, his disciples hunt him down and tell him, “Everyone is looking for you.”  There was a bigger crowd 
waiting for Jesus. The disciples thought Jesus would have been ecstatic about this, and would have told them that 
now our strategy is working, great! But what does He say? “Let us go to the neighboring villages, so that I may 
proclaim the message there also; for that is what I came to do.”  Jesus came to proclaim the Good News, not just 
heal a few sick people. But that’s what people had seen him doing, and so they brought the sick and infirmed to 
him to be healed. I am sure this must have disappointed the disciples. But, Jesus knew what he was doing.  
 
Jesus came to proclaim the Good News to the poor. This good news is spiritual and material as well, just as a  
human person consists of a soul and body. But when it comes to the order of priority, for Jesus the spiritual comes 
first, then the material.  We see this teaching of Jesus in Matthew 6:33, “Seek first the Kingdom of God and His 
righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.”  What Jesus came to do is to proclaim the  
Kingdom of God, and to invite everyone to let God reign as King in their hearts and in their lives, and to reconcile 
with God and one another. Much of the sickness, poverty and suffering we see in the world can be traced to the 
state of disharmony or sin that separates us from God and one another. By healing the root cause of all our  
problems, we find ourselves in a position to receive God’s abundant blessings in all areas of our lives, spiritual as 
well as physical, moral and material, social and psychological. So, we have to make peace with God before we 
seek physical healing and material well-being. By not doing so, is like “putting the cart before the horse”;  which 
doesn’t work. This is what the people of Capernaum tried to do with Jesus that morning, which made Jesus not  
attend to them, but to go to other cities of Galilee to proclaim the message. The people who came looking for  
Jesus went home disappointed. They did not find Him, because they were looking for Him for wrong reasons. 
They were looking for Him simply to get what they wanted, not for what Jesus came to give them. It’s not  
because Jesus is not interested in our material welfare, but for Jesus the spiritual should come first.  
 
Like the people of Capernaum, we come to Church looking for Jesus. We come with our various problems of soul 
and body. Hence, to avoid disappointment, the first thing we need to do is to forget our personal problems and 
seek the Kingdom of God that Jesus came to proclaim. When we seek the Kingdom of God first, then God will 
see to all our other needs of soul and body.  
 
The Indian mystic Ramkrishna used to say, “God laughs on two occasions. He laughs when He hears a physician 
say to a mother, “Don’t be afraid, I shall cure your baby.” God says to Himself, “I am planning to take the life of 
this child and this man thinks he can save it.” He also laughs when He sees two brothers dividing their land by 
means of a boundary line saying, “This side belongs to me and the other side belongs to you.” God says to  
Himself, “The whole universe belongs to me and they claim to own a portion of it!”  Yes, God is the author of life 
and all we have, and it’s He and His Kingdom that should be our focus. Let us pray today for the grace to seek His 
Kingdom first, so that God can help us with the needs of our soul and body.
